Furthermore, as part of the permitting process, the
Ministry of Environment, Conservation and Parks
(MECP) has imposed strict limits on the air emissions
for the DYEC. Emissions at the stack are monitored
continuously through a real-time emissions monitoring
system and periodically through annual spring and fall
stack testing. Local air quality is also monitored via two
ambient air sampling stations located in the vicinity of
the facility. The results of these monitoring programs
are posted as reports available on the DYEC website
(www.durhamyorkwaste.ca), where hourly stack
conditions are also posted.
